Dear Parents/Carers,
At Farsley Westroyd, we are committed to supporting the health, wellbeing, and personal development of our pupils through our Personal, Social, Health and Economic (PSHE) curriculum. We believe these lessons are a vital part of preparing children for the wider world, and are proud to follow the Kapow Primary PSHE & RSE scheme of work.
Next half term, your child’s class will begin the topic ‘Safety and the Changing Body’. This unit forms part of our statutory Relationships, Sex and Health Education (RSHE) programme and has been carefully planned to ensure all learning is age-appropriate and sensitively delivered.
To help you understand what your child will be learning, we are sending home four key documents:

1. Kapow Curriculum Overview for Parents and Carers - a summary of the PSHE & RSE learning across all year groups.

2. Kapow Parents' and Carers' Guide for RSHE - an explanation of the statutory content and approach used in Kapow’s scheme.

3. Kapow RSE PSHE Vocabulary - a list of the key terms your child will encounter, with definitions appropriate to each year group.
4. Kapow RSE Parent Guidance Breakdown by Year Group – a breakdown of what is covered in our RSE topics along with top tips on how to help at home.
These resources will help you understand the language, themes and objectives of the upcoming lessons and allow you to support your child with conversations at home.
While the majority of the content is statutory (and therefore compulsory), you do have the right to withdraw your child from any non-statutory sex education elements. However, we believe that the presentation of sexual images in social and other media make it important that all young people have a place to discuss pressures, check facts and dispel myths. Even if a child is withdrawn, many pupils will discuss such issues with each other outside the classroom – so, rather than hear about the content second-hand, we hope all children will have the opportunity to take part in our carefully planned lessons.

If you are considering withdrawal or have any questions about the content, we strongly encourage you to speak with your child’s class teacher or contact the school office. We are happy to share the materials we use and explain how we ensure lessons are delivered in a safe, respectful and inclusive environment.
You may find that your child starts asking questions about the topic at home, or you might want to take the opportunity to talk to your child about issues before the work is covered in school. If you have any queries about the content of the programme or resources used, please do not hesitate to contact us.
